Water Loss
Water loss for March is 21.84%. This is only 0.39% lower than last month due to a home builder breaking our 4” main in Countryside Drive three (3) different times. Each time they broke the line we lost a significant amount of water

 Justus Tower Driveway Purchase
Right before our last hearing on February 28th, the Jacobs hired a lawyer and entered    him into the case. Since new counsel was entered, the judge ordered the Jacobs lawyer to submit a response to the lawsuit within 10 days of February 28th. I will let everyone know what the next step will be when we get the response. 
Damage to Water Mains

On March 9th, our 4” main line blew out on the side of a hill in Countryside Drive due to a landslide caused by a builder named Lyon Design and Build. They didn’t get into our utility easement while digging but they got close enough downhill to cause a landslide, taking the water line with it. We quickly repaired the leak the next day after it had ran all night without our knowledge. Then the very next night another landslide happened and blew the line again, and we repaired it for the second time. With parts and labor, these repairs totaled $2,394.00.

March 22nd, a landslide happens again and broke the water line for the 3rd time. This time I came up with a plan to dead end the line at each side of the property to avoid any future service outages until their home build project is complete and they’re able to repair the hill properly. With parts and labor, the third round of damages totaled $3,239.00.

I have sent invoices for these repairs to Brian Sellers (Lyon Design and Build owner). He has never refused to pay them, but instead he’s trying to go after the original developer of Countryside Drive for using poor quality fill dirt on the hill side, which is Ira M. Green Construction. Brian Sellers has been trying to get something done with the county commissioner to reimburse us for damages. At the point, I don’t know how much time to give Brian Sellers to pay these invoices. What is the Board’s opinion?
     

Water Meter
This month, Chad replaced 120 meters, bringing our total left to change at 182. We expect to have these remaining meters changed in 1 to 2 months, closing this project out.
